Dear Pack 71 Parents and Scouts,

With a new Scout year beginning today, parade and summer-events season are upon us again!  We thought this might be a good time to share or remind all Scouts and families of the dress code expected of participants in parades and other public scouting events.  The BSA (Boy Scouts of America) has a nationwide policy that its members be non-partisan -- religiously, politically, commercially, etc. -- when representing BSA in public.  This really does not affect much of what we do. But it’s worth putting out as a reminder.

Briefly, for parades and public scouting events, all Scouts and adult leaders should wear their standard Scout shirt (and any other Scouting items if they wish), unless a specific variation is mentioned. 

Parents who are not leaders are always invited to help represent the Pack but also should wear Scouting-associated attire.  If they don’t have a Scout leader’s shirt, a “Class B” Pack 71 T-shirt, a summer camp shirt, etc. also is suitable. Please note that the Scouts do not have this “Class B” option for formal, public events. Also, remember that all parents can easily become members of the leadership steering committee simply by expressing an interest and meeting a few obligations each year.

In the event it’s necessary for siblings to march with the unit, they should wear Scouting related shirts (Friends of Scouts, for instance), or non-messaged apparel.
